® Other useful questions to ask: ©® Administered by the Referee
* Do you have any casts or pads that need to be checked? ® A*“Sportsmanship Talk” is required before the flip
¢ Do you run any special or unusual plays? ¢ The talk must be attended by the team captains and the

head coaches of both teams

o Captains numbers?
o After the talk, the coaches may leave or stay
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The Coin Flip

® The Referee

o Asks the visiting team captain to call “heads” or “tails”
before the actual flip

* Verifies the call with home team captain before the flip

o 2nd official (usually the Umpire) should listen & observe
